
 On the night of January
12, 2016, as a light snow
began to dust the streets
of Slatington, a very old
tradition was taking place
inside the auditorium of
Northern Lehigh High
School.
     As parents and specta-
tors filled the auditorium
seats, a handful of stu-
dents were seated center
stage under dimmed
lights, separated by a ta-
ble and lectern. Seated on
the right were the current
members of the National
Honor Society, and on
the left was the group of
new inductees.
     To begin the ceremo-
ny, everyone recited the
pledge, followed by Miss
Hock, the National Hon-
or Society adviser, giving
a few introductory re-
marks to welcome all of
the event’s attendees.
     Then, the National
Honor Society officers
for the 2015-2016 school
year were formally in-
stalled. Accepting the re-
sponsibility of these
prestigious positions
were Jose Avila
(President), Phoebe
Thomasco (Vice
President), Gavin Kem-
ery (Secretary), Rebecca
Blocker (Treasurer), and

Meghan Miller-Brown
(Historian).
     To begin the induction
process, these officers
each gave speeches about
the guiding principles of
the National Honor
Society. Jose spoke about
the symbolism of the
NHS emblem and the
purpose of the society,

while the other four offi-
cers explained the four
qualifications required
for membership. All cur-
rent members and those
to be inducted must dem-
onstrate scholarship (by
maintaining a minimum
3.5 grade point average),
service (by volunteering
in acts of school and
community service),
leadership (by taking on
roles as a leader), and
character (by always act-
ing with integrity) in or-
der to be a part the
National Honor Society.
After each of these prin-
ciples was explained to

the inductees and the au-
dience, a candle was lit
by one of the officers.
     After this portion of
the ceremony, the induct-
ees recited the National
Honor Society oath  in
order to pledge them-
selves to uphold the prin-
ciples of the
organization.

     Each newly-inducted
member was then called
by name to  receive a
certificate of acceptance
and a card of member-
ship for NHS. Inductees
included Wyatt Delans,
Sara Hunsicker, Karlyna
Kemery, Jennifer Knerr,
Shelby Kreglow, Chey-
enne Mazzocca, Alexis
Merkle, Samantha
Olewine, Zachary Rex,
Kiera Shellhammer, and
Ashley Wilk.
     Upon receiving their
certificates, the inductees
were able to sign the
NHS member book of the

Northern Lehigh chapter.
This book holds just as
much history as this
school does itself. Since
our school’s involvement
in the National Honor
Society has lasted since
the early 1930s, a lot of
value and honor is con-
ferred to those who are
able to add their names to
its pages.

Standardized Tests Overwhelm Students

Common Core.
Keystone tests.  SATs.  It
seems as if these scores
define us as students.
After all, standardized
testing seems to be
controlling our educa-
tion.   But for what
purpose?   I believe that
these tests have negative
several negative impacts
on the education we
receive today.
     The truth is, standard-
ized testing is an
inappropriate measure of
students’ performance in
school.  Instead of focus-

ing on educating their
students through individ-
ualized curricula, teach-
ers are forced to teach a
common curriculum that
is often too rigorous for
students in that grade lev-
el.  And it seems no one
is happy about it.
     Our education is
consumed with test prep-
aration and remediation.
So why should these tests
or standards, if they are
inaccurate, determine
whether or not a student
can graduate?   Why
should these tests jeopar-

dize a student’s future?
And why are they taking
over our education?
     The simple truth is
that the standards put in
place by the Common
Core are based on ideal
situations and the educa-
tional aspirations of
people and districts that
have sufficient funding
and students already
ahead of the learning
curve.
     The issue of standard-
ized testing extends
beyond grade school,
however.   The SAT test

determines what colleges
students can get into and
the scholarships for
which they can qualify.
Coming from a student
who has taken the SATs
many times, I know that
the SAT doesn’t test
what I know or what I’ve
learned, but that colleges
will put a heavy empha-
sis on my performance
anyway.   And yet, some
studies show that SATs
have no impact on
students’ success in col-
lege.
     Let’s face the facts.

Answering test questions
correctly is no substitute
for hard work.   The
Common Core standards
don’t define us as stu-
dents, and they don’t
determine our success in
high school, in college,
or in life. Because the
reality is that kids aren’t
common.   They’re di-
verse and unique.   And
as Americans, we should
be working toward an
education system that is
individualized and
personalized.

Everyone knows that
the start of the day would
not be complete without
watching the Dog Dish
Morning Show. We re-
cently took a trip to the
studio and learned what
it takes to put together a
show that is both
informative and enter-
taining.
     We spoke with some
of the students who work
on the show as well as
Mr. Kern and Mr. Ben-
nett, who have been in
charge of the Dog Dish
since the fall of 2012,
making this their fourth
year or “Season Four” of
the show. Mr. Kern told
us that “between the two
of us, we make a great
team” and that Mr. Ben-
nett “is the technical side
of the show and I am the
aesthetics/design side of
things.”
     Together, this dynam-
ic duo “makes sure that
all of the equipment is
hooked up and function-
ing properly and it’s my

Mr. Kern says that “the
live broadcast aspect of
the show can make for a
very stressful situation,
but it can also be very
spontaneous and a lot of
fun.”
     He also said that “We
may not always love
each other at seven in the
morning, but I think the
fact that we all need to
work together creates a
special bond among the
crew. The Dog Dish has
been such a fun part of
my job and I hope that it
provides our crew with
educational and      enjoy-
able memories that will

be somehow beneficial
in their future pursuits.”
     The Dog Dish is
always catching our at-
tention with outstanding
special effects and differ-
ent episode themes like
Back to the   Future Day
and the Star Wars Cele-
bration with their fea-
tured guest: Yoda!
